There has been signiycant progress toward the basic
goals of the Federationis various programs - there
have also been continuing obstacles and problems
in fully reaching the goals and objectives that the
organizationis board of directors, staff and member-
ship have set forth.

The Federationis Board of Directors and member-
ship have determined that our overall program
should be focused on the following six major themes
that should guide all of our activities and placement
of resources:

A to promote and develop safe, sanitary and affordable housing opportunities for
our members in rural communities;

A to develop, advocate and support public policies to beneyt our membership of
Black and other family farmers; and low-income people living in rural communi-
ties;

A to support and sustain the work of the Federation for the long term by develop-
ing a succession plan, capital campaign and fully funding the iiForty Acres and A
Mule Endowment Fund.o

Cooperative Development

The Federation continues to work with its membership of 75 active coopera-
tives and credit unions across the rural South.
